• If selected, individuals will be randomly assigned to one 

of two groups. One group will receive the $500 monthly 
income payments and the other will not. Both groups will 
provide researchers with important information about 
their life experiences and community needs.

• You do not need a bank account, Social Security 
Number (SSN), or Individual Tax Identification Number 
(ITIN) to apply.   

• The application will take about 25-30 minutes to complete.
